SPECIAL MASTER OF AEROSPACE ENGINEERING

The Special Master of Aerospace Engineering is for students having a university title in any engineering discipline obtained in EU universities or an equivalent university title obtained outside EU. It is a two-year program; however, it reduces to a one-year program for students with a degree in the area of aerospace engineering. Students are trained in research and development activities through an educational programme that covers both theoretical and practical aspects, including lab activities. At the School of Aerospace Engineering the following labs are active:

The School's facilities include a ground station for tracking and commanding satellites, a space simulator (thermo-vacuum, magnetic field, sun simulator) and a clean room for assembling microsatellites.

SCHOOL FOR ADVANCED STUDIES

The Sapienza School for Advanced Studies (SSAS) selects the best students, who attend university courses and activities that encourage and develop their capabilities and skills through scientific, cultural and interdisciplinary activities.

Visiting professors, prominent Sapienza faculty members and renowned foreign academics are involved in the programme.

Courses are divided into four academic areas, which correspond to degrees:

· Economics, Law, Social Sciences and Political Science

· Life Sciences

· Science and Technology

· Humanities

The School is open to Italian and foreign first year students, under 21 years of age, who are enrolled at Sapienza. Candidates must score no less than 95/100 (or equivalent) on their high school diploma. Students must present the right qualifications and pass an entrance examination to be admitted to the School for Advanced Studies.

The School for Advanced Studies provides students with free housing, free tuition, and financial and logistical assistance.

The Sapienza School for Advanced Studies was inaugurated in academic year 2011-12.

SPECIALISATION PROGRAMMES

Specialisation programmes can be taken after specialty Bachelors or Masters degrees to acquire specific knowledge and abilities necessary for given professional activities, as well as to receive necessary certifications. Students who complete programme receive a specialisation diploma.

Specialisation programmes are only held in fields in which Italian Law expressly requires such a professional certification.

Specialisation schools have adopted the credit-based academic system and also correlate educational activities to specific subject areas.

PROFESSIONAL MASTER COURSES

A Professional Master Course is an professional advanced course that students and experts can choose to attend after their Bachelors or Masters Degrees. 

There are two types of Professional Master Courses:

· First-level Professional Master Courses are open to anyone with a Bachelors degree.

· Second-level Professional Master Courses require a Masters degree (or equivalent, obtained after 5 years of study).

Professional Master Courses normally last at least one year and have different start dates. Admission is restricted to a limited number of students to ensure personal supervision by professors and tutors. Selection is conducted through interviews and/or other forms of evaluation.  

The instructions for the selection procedures will be in the Calls and in the Master Course's webpage. 

At the end of the course students will get a Professional Master Course Diploma (first or second level).

At the end of the course, participants receive a certification/diploma. To obtain the diploma, students must earn at least 60 credits, in addition to the credits already obtained for a Bachelors degree (180 credits) or a Specialist/Masters degree (300 credits). Master Course objectives and programmes are set by the department or faculty providing the course. Master Courses can also be organised in collaboration with public or private institutions.

The programme consists of lectures, individual study, tutorials, laboratory work, and conclude, as a rule, with an internship in a relevant institution or company. There may be periodic assessments to verify student progress, in addition to a final exam at the end of each course. Attendance is mandatory, and students must not be simultaneously enrolled in any other university course (undergraduate, graduate, doctoral, or other master courses).
