"Article 2- (1) Beneficiaries of Erasmus Plus may submit their insurance certificate

which was issued by a foreign company in order to apply for a residence permit.

(2) In the case of above, the insurance certificate issued by a foreign company should
cover the minimum criteria which were defined at 9/2014 Circular dated on 6/6/2014.

(3) The insurance certificate issued by a foreign company should be translated into
Turkish by a notary.

(4)However, in the case of host Turkish higher education institutions authorise that
the insurance certificate issued by a foreign company is in line with the minimum
requirement stated above, the notary translation is not necessary.”
